Are there any experiences from my past that have affected my life? Can I relate these experiences to my goals?
Who has influenced me over the years (e.g. parent, sibling, teacher, or friend) and how have they influenced me?
What are my education and career goals?

What do I plan to major in/pursue when I graduate from high school?

When and how did I become interested by my field of study?

Why am [ interested in my field of study?

What have I learned about my subject of interest?

How has my discipline shaped me? What has my field of study taught me about myself?

Ideally: One 9t 10
grade, One 10t grade, One 11t grade and Three 12t grade (Senior Portrait and (2) casual or school activities photos)

Senior Highlights: Your Top 10. Reflect on the academic, social, personal achievement and school activity 10
highlights from senior year. May be a simple list or in descriptive paragraphs. May include photos or other personalization.

Senior Mementos: Include at least three different, special and meaningful mementos from your Senior year. Examples 10
might include a performance programs, dance ticket, college acceptance letter, note from your “little sibling” or best friend, etc.
Choose at least one and write a paragraph describing why you included it.

AVE Essays: Each essay will address your reflection on your personal achievement of the AVES as listed above.
Use the AVES as a guide in the development of your essay. Be sure to detail at least two specific examples of

experiences you have had that speak to each question. Each essay will be a minimum of 1 page in length (Times
New Roman, 12 point, double spaced, 1 inch margins).

Critical Thinker & Effective Communicator Essay- Statement of Academic Growth and 20
Achievement: Include specific examples of assignments or academic experiences that you found particularly challenging,
rewarding, memorable or meaningful. Identify at least one example of a creative project, performance, event or presentation of
which are a particularly proud of your achievement. Speak to your academic development, how you have grown as a leamer,
and how you have improved as a student. How have you changed?

Self-Directed Learner Essay - Statement of Self Reflection and Life Goals: Describe your personal 20
strengths and areas where you would like to continue to grow. Reflect on one of your passions and how it has contributed to
your personal growth. Detail your life goals for the next 1, 5 and 10 years. How has your learning over the past four years
helped you to develop the skills necessary as a future worker and citizen of the world? What life lessons do your take with you
and will you remember? If you could do high school again, what would you do differently and why?

List of Books Read with personal response: List the top 10 books you have read both for school purposes 10
and for personal choice. Write a personal response for at least one of these books telling why this book speaks to you, why
you find it memorable, what your favorite part of the book is, what you think the message of the book is.

Resume and Letter of Recommendation: (4 items needed) Include a copy of your “brag sheet”, a 20
formal resume, a sample written request for a letter of recommendation, and one Letter of Recommendation written on your
