All students must have the following assignment
completed for the first day of school. Assignments are to be submitted to your English
teacher for grading.

You must read Slaughter House Five by Kurt Vonnegut AND The Joy Luck Club by Amy
Tan

Children’s Book for Slaughterhouse-Five
Students must create a children’s book for the novel explaining life on Tralfamadore. The
book must meet the following requirements:

e A cover page with a proper MLA heading

e Each page will have 3-4 sentences explaining Tralfamadore in language that can be

understood by a child. Spelling and grammar count.
e Each page must have an illustration to accompany the writing.
e The concept of time must be addressed at some point in your book.

Summer Reading Journal for The Joy Luck Club
e The journal is to be word processed (double-spaced, 12 point font, with justified
margins)
The journal must include a artistic cover
Answer all of the questions listed below for each book
Cite any resources you use to help answer the questions below
Create one booklet for all of your summer reading (you may choose whether or not to
put your work in a report folder)
e The summer assignment is due on the first day of classes
e Be prepared for a test on the books

Journal Questions
Write the answers to each of the following questions in your journal. Answers to each
question should be a minimum of 100 words and should not exceed 300 words.

1. Who is the main character in each book? What qualities does the character have
that you relate to or admire? Why?

2. What is the general setting (place, time) for each book? How does the general
setting influence what happens in the book? Discuss the setting for any single
episode in the book and how that setting is appropriate for the action taking place.

3. What forces does the main character struggle against in each book? Does he/she
win or lose this struggle?

4. What theme or truth about life is expressed in each book? How can you apply this
theme to your own life?

Additionally, be prepared for a test on each book.
